DATA USE AGREEMENT

By signing this agreement I agree:
1. To abide by the ICAD Publication and Authorship Policy.  
2. As between the parties, ICAD data is released by the University of Cambridge on behalf of Loughborough University, Norwegian School of Sport Sciences, University of Bristol and University of Cambridge.  There is no transfer or licence or implied transfer or licence of rights of the Data to the Recipient under this Agreement, including all intellectual property rights.  This Agreement does not restrict the rights of ICAD to distribute the Data to other institutions or to publish any document relating to the Data. 
3. To retain the Data in a secure location on its premises and will not permit the Data or any part of it to come into the possession or control of any other organisation or any individual other those listed in the writing group under direct supervision of the Recipient.  The Recipient will ensure that suitable systems are in place for the tracking of the Data while in its possession.  
4. Use the Data only to carry out the Research described in the attached proposal.  I will not use the Data or any parts thereof for any commercial purpose or any purpose that is subject to consulting or licensing obligations to third parties. 
5. To return and destroy the ICAD data upon (i) the reasonable request of ICAD; or (ii) on termination of this agreement; or (iii) in the event that either Party is in breach of any of the conditions of this Agreement.  If I am required to destroy the Data then it will confirm in writing to ICAD that the Data has been destroyed. 
6. Will not try to link the data set to other ICAD datasets held by different recipients or by the same recipient for different projects.  
7. Will acknowledge the data contributors in all ICAD publications (see http://www.mrc-epid.cam.ac.uk/research/studies/icad for up-to-date acknowledgement list). 
8. Agree to involve all ICAD collaborators that contributed data to your analysis and list them as authors on the manuscript (see authorship guidelines). This should involve circulation of drafts of manuscripts. However, at the proposal approval stage an ICAD collaborator may voice an interest in having a more active involvement in the analysis and writing of a manuscript. 
9. The Institutions accept no liability in connection with the Recipients use of the Data. The Institutions do not represent that (i) the Data is of satisfactory quality or fit for any particular purpose; or (ii) use of the Data is free from infringement of third party rights, including intellectual property rights. To the extent permissible by law the Recipient will indemnify and hold the Institutions harmless for any damages whatsoever arising from Recipient’s use of the Data. 
10. This Agreement will be governed by the laws of England and shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the English Courts. This clause shall not prevent a party from seeking interim relief in any court of competent jurisdiction.
